Nominations for USNC and CIGRÉ Awards
The U.S. National Committee (USNC) and CIGRÉ each have a number of awards available to recognize and honor excellence in individual member participation in the activities of the USNC and/or participation in the activities of CIGRÉ and its technical activities through its Study Committees and their subgroups. These awards include:

These USNC and CIGRÉ awards and their respective criteria are described below. 
The USNC awards are bestowed by the USNC on the recommendation of the USNC’s Awards & Recognition Committee (A&R Committee) and the approval of the USNC’s Executive Committee. The CIGRÉ Distinguished Member awards also are generally based on the recommendations of the USNC’s A& R Committee (and approval of the USNC’s Executive Committee) and the further review and approval of appropriate CIGRÉ entities. The other CIGRÉ awards generally involve both nominations and approvals by CIGRÉ entities. 
The USNC’s Awards & Recognition Committee welcomes nominations from the USNC’s individual members for qualified candidates for the following awards, as appropriate. The nominations should include the name and address of the proposed candidate with a brief description of the candidate’s qualifications relative to the award criteria. These nominations should be mailed, emailed, or faxed to the Chairman of the USNC’s A&R Committee.  While nominations are accepted at any time, they should primarily be provided in response to the A&R Committee’s call for nominations.

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U.S. National Committee Awards

Attwood Associate Award

(
The Attwood Associate Award is given to an individual who has made notable contributions to CIGRÉ over an extended period of time.  This award is made to honor the contributions and memory of Frederic Attwood of the U.S.A. who, with J. Tribot Laspiere of France, foresaw the need for an international organization in the field of high-voltage power engineering and who became the first chairman of the U.S. National Committee upon the founding of CIGRÉ in the year 1921.

(
Attwood Associate Awards were first bestowed in 1983.

(
Candidate must have made significant contributions to CIGRÉ either on a national (USNC) or international (CIGRÉ) basis.
(
Candidate’s age plus years of service must total 80.
(
A certain amount of detective work may be required to determine the 80 criteria.  (The candidate’s member number can give some indication of when he or she joined CIGRÉ. For example, a Paris CIGRÉ membership number like 119835781, (note the 4th and 5th digits), indicates that the member joined CIGRÉ in 1983. Age can sometimes be determined from college graduation dates, etc.)
(
Generally the A&R Committee will develop a tentative list of qualified candidates and discuss it with the USNC Technical Committee chairman and the current and past USNC Presidents, as they likely have the longest institutional memories.  The final list is then reviewed for approval by the Executive Committee at a meeting or via email.
(
The award is a plaque, which generally is presented at the USNC’s annual General Meeting, with a free lunch at the annual meeting.

(
The award may be bestowed annually. (Award recipients are listed on the USNC website www.cigre-usnc.org under the Awards section.)
Philip Sporn Award

(
The Philip Sporn Award is a USNC award given in honor of Philip Sporn who was President of the USNC from 1966–72.  Mr. Sporn was also the CEO of American Electric Power in the 1950s until approximately 1961.  He was a renowned engineer and a member of the National Academy of Engineering.  He was a leading exponent of integrating large electric systems for economy and reliability reasons.

(
The Philip Sporn Award was first bestowed in 1989.

(
The award is not necessarily given every year and, as the list of recipients indicates (see the USNC web site), it is given to a person who has some affiliation with CIGRÉ and is currently active.  While the recipients do not have to have a strong involvement in CIGRÉ, all the award winners to date have been heavily involved.

(
The citation reads “For cumulative career contributions to the advancement of the concept of system integration in the theory, design and/or operation of large high voltage electric systems in the United States.”  

(
The award is a plaque and an airline ticket to the annual General Meeting of the USNC. (Charles Concordia was the first recipient of the award and a most distinguished one. Other recipients are listed on the USNC website www.cigre-usnc.org under the awards section.)
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CIGRE Awards
Distinguished Member Award
(
In 1996, the “Distinguished Member” status was introduced in CIGRÉ.

(
The purpose of the “Distinguished Member” title is to acknowledge the significant active participation of members over a number of years in the work and development of CIGRÉ.

The award is bestowed every two years in the CIGRÉ Session years (even-numbered years)
(
Requires at least 10 years of CIGRÉ membership.
(
Not only seniority, but active participation and contributions in the work of CIGRÉ and its Study Committees and/or its National Committees are required:


A. CIGRÉ and its Study Committees




-Author of papers issued for CIGRÉ meetings (Paris Sessions, Symposia, etc.) or 

 for the ELECTRA journal




- Organizer of CIGRÉ events



B. National Committee




-Contributions to the work of the National Committee 



-Organizer of National Committee events




-Membership development

(
National Committees make nominations to the CIGRÉ Paris Office early in the year of the Paris Session. Nomination forms, one for each candidate, are completed by the USNC’s A&R Committee, approved by the USNC Executive Committee, and sent to the Paris Office.
(
Number of candidates should not exceed 1% of the National Committee’s total membership.
(
A representative of a collective member may be nominated on the condition that he/she becomes an individual member, and provided that he/she has taken an active part in CIGRÉ for at least 10 years.
(
National Committee nominations are reviewed and approved by the Secretary General together with the President of CIGRÉ. The advice of CIGRÉ officers or CIGRÉ Study Committee chairmen also may be sought as deemed appropriate. 

(
The resulting list of “Distinguished Members” is published in the ELECTRA journal and the title is mentioned in the CIGRÉ Membership Directory.

(
Each “Distinguished Member” receives a certificate (plaque) from the Paris Office that is forwarded to the respective National Committee for distribution. The plaques generally are presented at the USNC’s annual General Meeting following the Paris Session.

 Honorary Member Award
(
The Honorary Member Award was initiated in CIGRÉ in 1992.
(
This CIGRÉ award is generally attributed to outgoing CIGRÉ Steering Committee    members and outgoing Study Committee chairmen, who have served a full term, and possibly one or two members of the CIGRÉ Administrative Council for his/her outstanding contributions.
(
Awards are limited to about 12 in number and awarded every two years.
(
Nominations are made every two years by the CIGRÉ Administrative Council.

(
Nominations are approved by a CIGRÉ Selection Committee comprised of the CIGRÉ President, the Technical Committee Chairman, the Secretary General, and the past CIGRÉ President and Technical Committee Chairman.
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Technical Committee Award

(
The Technical Committee Award was initiated in CIGRÉ in 1993.
(
This CIGRÉ award is generally given to recognize the outstanding contributions of CIGRÉ Study Committee members to the work of their respective Study Committees. 

(
Study Committee Chairmen make nominations annually.
(
Generally only one or two candidates are nominated per Study Committee. 
(
Nominations are reviewed for approval by the CIGRÉ Technical Committee Chairman.
(
Award certificates are granted at year end and mailed to recipients from the Paris Office.

CIGRÉ Medal

(
The CIGRÉ Medal was initiated in CIGRÉ in 2008. 

(
The award is granted to one individual, or at most two, every two years.
(
The award is in recognition of one’s exceptional contribution to CIGRÉ’s technical work

      with an impact on the overall electric industry.  

(
Nominations are made every two years by the CIGRÉ Administrative Council.
(
Nominations are approved by a CIGRÉ Selection Committee comprised of the CIGRÉ President, the Technical Committee Chairman, the Secretary General, and the past CIGRÉ President and Technical Committee Chairman.
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
